Investment website
The Gas Regional initiative North West has identified several ‘priorities’ to make practical progress to improve regional trade of gas and it has started several projects underneath these priorities. One of these projects concerns investment and is being lead by the operators of the North West. Multiple subjects have been identified for improvement of investment, of which one is 'investment transparency '. Implementation Group (IG) members recognise that the transparency associated with open seasons both in the North-West region and more widely might be improved.
At the IG meeting on 13th July 2007 the operators suggested that greater transparency might be achieved by developing a website facility to provide an overview of different investment initiatives in the North West region. In this way there can be a coherent and user-friendly design and overview of all anticipated open seasons and other major investment schemes. This website could also contain links to sites of TSOs conducting an open season with contact details for open seasons that are running. 
Before further work on the set up of this website (for example assessing cost, finance options, decision on platform) it is of great importance to the TSO's to know if there is an interest of marketplayers for this kind of transparency and what set up would best meet the needs of these marketplayers.
September the 24th an online questionnaire was sent to all stakeholders. This questionnaire is now responded by 22 stakeholders:

· All stakeholders are interested in an investment website.
· 17 of 22 respondents choose the option of a website containing hyperlinks to the actual sites of the TSO’s. This is the best way to guarantee that the information is actualised.

· 16 of 22 responded that the information on the website has to be presented in the same way but preferred non harmonised information over no information.

Some respondents also had some concern about the confidentiality of investment projects. Which projects are confidential and should they be published?
There is enough support from you as stakeholders to make a detailed plan and make a judgement of the costs and benefits of this initiative to be able to decide whether we should proceed with this initiative.
